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News 
Recap NVTH course, 27-29 March 2023 

This year we finally had a fully live NVTH-PhD-course from March 27th to 29th, on the subject 

óArterial Thrombosisô, with 60 participants! In the mornings, lectures were scheduled and in the 

afternoon the students had a Meet & Greet session and worked on their assignment in groups 

of 5-6 students. As always, there was a mixture of lectures on basic science and clinical topics. 

 

 
 

For the assignment the PhD students were divided in ten groups. Contrary to previous years, 

the students were asked to develop a social campaign to promote Lifeôs Essential 8 for a 

healthier future society. Campaign ranged from awareness posters to social media trends. In 

the end, the campaign based on ñWheel of fortuneò won the juries votes. 
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The final session of this yearôs course, organized and hosted by PhD-students, was on the 

(possible) role of artificial intelligence for scientists with presentations by Dr. Bjorn van der Ster 

and Dr. William van Doorn. 

 

The next course on Bleeding will be held in Koudekerke in April 2024. 
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Recap NVTH Lustrum symposium, 30-31 March 2023 

On March 30th and 31st , the 35th Anniversary NVTH symposium took place. About 120 

individuals including PhD students, technicians, postdocs, and senior researchers, came 

together at Strandhotel Westduin, Koudekerke.  

 

Four interesting keynote lectures were given by Dr. Marjon Cnossen, Prof. Dr. Kathleen 

Freson, Prof. Dr. Roger Schutgens and Dr. Waander van Heerde. Prof. Dr. Coen Hemker, one 

of our honorary members who founded THON: Trombose- en Hemostase Onderzoek 

Nederland, the organization where NVTH originated from, finally received the honorary van 

Creveld penning for delivering the van Creveld lecture back in 1984.  

 

 
 

Three NVTH members received the honorary member award for their achievements in the 

field of Thrombosis and Haemostasis, in addition to their outstanding work for NVTH. Thank 

you Prof. Dr. Suzanne Cannegieter, Prof. Dr. Tilman Hackeng and Prof. Dr. Joost Meijers! 
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PhD students presented their abstracts in oral sessions, in which a total of twenty early career 

scientists covered basic and clinical research on thrombosis and hemostasis. Furthermore, 

poster presenters were given the opportunity to pitch their work in 1 minute with one powerpoint 

slide. In the poster session, 39 posters were presented, 15 on clinical topics and 24 covering 

basic research. 

 

 

The óJeanne Stibbe Bokaalô for the best presentation by a PhD student was awarded to Alice 

Todaro (MUMC) for her presentation titled In vitro and ex vivo rescue of a nonsense mutation 

(F5 p.Arg1161Ter) responsible for severe coagulation factor V deficiency. The jury, consisting 

of Dr. Thijs van Mens and Ellen Driever specifically appreciated the good quality of Aliceôs 

figures. 
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The NVTH Awards were awarded to the six highest scoring abstracts (three basic and three 

clinical) submitted by PhD students. Please note that PhD students can receive an NVTH 

Award only once in their career. A total of 49 abstracts were submitted (27 basic and 22. 

clinical). Each abstract was reviewed by four individual reviewers; the review committee 

consisted of 11 basic and 9 clinical researchers. The NVTH Awards were made possible by 

the óNationaal Fonds Trombose en Hemostaseô (NFTH). 

The three awarded basic abstracts: 

Noa Linthorst (UMCU) - Allele-selective inhibition of mutant von Willebrand factor with small 

interfering RNAs to ameliorate a von Willebrand disease type 2B phenotype in vivo in mice 

Minka Zivkovic (UMCU) - Functional characterization of a nanobody based GPVI specific 

platelet agonist 

Bryan Bouwens (MUMC) - Detection of TFPI citrullination in blood after neutrophil activation

Jihee Han (LUMC) - The association between venous thrombosis-associated genetic 

variants and coagulation factor levels and thrombin generation potential 

Anniek Strijdhorst (AMC) ï Risk of on-treatment recurrent venous thromboembolism in 

patients with active vs cured cancer patients: a post-hoc analysis of Hokusai VTE cancer 

Sterre Wilems (RadboudUMC) - Altered Bleeding Phenotype in Patients with Co-inheritance 
of Genetic Variants in Thrombosis and Hemostases Genes in Rare Bleeding Disorders 
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In addition, the best two poster pitches (one basic, one clinical) received a Poster Prize:
